thirty-six consecutive fashion shows featuring celebrity models and most recently the “Warm Up
America” project which takes donated 7x9 squares and turns them into afghans for children’s
hospitals, local shelters and Redford Interfaith Relief; and

in commemoration of Redford Township Suburban League Week, the League will celebrate their
anniversary on October 20, 2010, with a fashlon show entitled “Fall Festival of Fashion 2010”, at
Burton Manor in Livonia with this being their 37" fashion show; and

Proceeds from the boutique, luncheon and fashion show will be used for the benefit of the Burger
School for Children with Autism.
